This is an example of the second page of one chapter/scene’s worksheet. The first page identifies all the strengths and weaknesses of the chapter/scene, as well as other information about the segment the worksheet covers. 
 
	This second page is where we add additional comments such as these: 

Character descriptions: 	Pg. 34: When describing the stranger, give us Stella’s thought and feelings about him. She describes him in a way that sounds disapproving, but then acts as if she knows him and gives him the package without a second thought. Does she trust this man already?

Clarity: 	I’m not following the analogy with the car on the cliff (Pg. 39). Is this part of a flashback we haven’t seen yet? Since I don’t understand the relevance right now, it adds nothing to the story and makes me wonder if I missed something. 

Description: 	The way the storm is described does not sound relaxing. It sounds nerve-wracking and I was surprised she fell asleep while trying to drive through it. 

Logic/believability: 	Pg. 21: Why would a teacher act this way? Unless you give her reasoning, or something that stimulated this behavior, this section is not believable.  
Pg. 22: Anna has no way of knowing what Ben has in his bag unless she can see it, or if she saw him put it in the bag. As written, she is only speculating. The line should be worded to either show this or show how she knows. 

POV: 	We have jumped into the thoughts of several students and back to Stella with no reason or warning. People are used to only having one perspective in their lives. Build compassion and help readers identify more closely with Stella by staying in her head where she really doesn’t know what is happening. Use a scene change when you need to go to another character, but only if it is absolutely necessary, and be careful not to kill the suspense and anticipation. 

Setting: 	Pg. 25: When they arrive in that closed-off section, Stella should look around while the stranger is unlocking the door. Let us see her first impression of the area to set the tone and mood. 

Timeline: 	We had several hiccups with the way the events of her day were described. Unless there is a reason not to give events in a logical manner, try to keep them in order. And if there is a reason to report them in a different order, make sure the reader is able to follow. In this case, I had to flip around several time to orient myself, and I saw no reason for the confusion.


Any areas where the reader is pulled out of story:

  	The above subjects change depending on the chapter/scene. Other comments go in these last two spots.
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
